The opening of the new Birch St. / River Prairie bridge gives Altoona and Eau Claire residents another taste
of what lies ahead when the 15-mile, off-street, 10-foot wide trail circles the two cities.

That loop, planned for completion in 2007, also just received a boost in the form of a $52,000 matching grant
